CAB Announces Finalists for 2004 Gold Ribbon Awards

Ottawa, October 8, 2004 — The Canadian Association of Broadcasters (CAB) today
announced the finalists for the prestigious Gold Ribbon Awards, honouring excellence in
private broadcasting. The awards will be presented during the CAB 2004 Convention —
Private Broadcasting: Putting Canada First — in Ottawa. The complete list of finalists is
attached.

The Gold Ribbon Awards honour achievement in broadcasting in various categories
including community service, breaking news, humour, public affairs and promotion of
Canadian talent. A total of 467 submissions were received for the 2004 Gold Ribbon
Awards, setting a record for entries again this year.

These awards are among the most prestigious in the Canadian broadcasting industry, and
recognize outstanding productions in radio, television, specialty and pay services, new media,
and community service. After reviewing the 467 entries, the judges settled on 142
nominations in 29 award categories.

“The theme of the annual convention is truly reflected in the Gold Ribbon entries we
received,” said Glenn O’Farrell, President and CEO of the CAB. “The vital role that private
broadcasters play in our society and the unwavering commitment of private broadcasters to
putting Canada — and Canadians — first is demonstrated in the outstanding productions that
were submitted.”

The theme for this year's Convention, Putting Canada First, celebrates the important role
that private broadcasting plays in Canadian society. For more than 80 years, the welfare of
communities - and the country - has been a key priority for the private broadcasting industry.

“What truly stands out is the uniqueness and the high calibre of all the entries,” said Emily
Morgan, Chair of the Gold Ribbon Awards Judging Panel for the Television and
Specialty/Pay/PPV services categories. “It really speaks to the strengths of Canada’s private
broadcasting system,” she added.

“The responsiveness and personal involvement of private broadcasters in their communities
across the country is outstanding” said Daryl Holien, Chair of the Gold Ribbon Awards
Judging Panel for Radio categories.
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Winners will be announced throughout the day on Tuesday, November 30; the Community
Service Awards will be presented at the breakfast, the News and Information Awards during
the luncheon and the Programming and Promotion Awards at the Gold Ribbon Gala in the
evening. The Gold Ribbon Awards for Broadcast Excellence and for Outstanding
Community Service by an Individual Broadcaster will also be presented on Tuesday.
